DRESS CODE:

Music is a very important and vital ministry to any church.  The purpose of music

in divine service is to inspire and to sustain worship.  We wish to do our very best for God during the worship services.  We have an awesome responsibility leading the service so the Holy Spirit can work in the hearts of worshippers, preparing them for His Word.

We (the music committee) feel that worship leaders and all participants for Sunday morning worship services and Sunday evening services, should not be a distraction to members of the congregation. Therefore, they should dress modestly.  See below, what is considered not appropriate.
Not appropriate attire for ministry:
· TOPS

· Spaghetti straps

· Tank tops / Tube tops

· Muscle shirts

· T-shirts/sweatshirts with secular advertising on them

· Bare midriff outfits of any kind
· Tops that expose cleavage

· No sports jerseys unless it is a church sanctioned event. (e.g., Football Sunday)

· BOTTOMS
No clothing that exposes bare skin above mid-thigh. This also includes backside crack (intergluteal cleft)

· The list includes the following.

· Shorts

· Jeans with holes in them

· Skirts
· Tight-fitting slacks/jeans, leggings will not be allowed unless…
· A loose-fitting long shirt, long sweater, or other garment at least mid-thigh-length is worn over them)
The Music Committee’s hope is that with a more modest apparel for Ministers of Music, God alone will be glorified.
